(INPATIENT)

If there is a child protection concern for an inpatient,
the attending consultant paediatrician will initiate the
child protection investigation by contacting social
work. There will be liaison/discussion as part of this
process as to whether a joint forensic / paediatric
medical examination is required

Social work and the police will arrange an
IRD with the paediatrician. This MUST
include who can give consent to a
medical examination if required.
